           The validation and the recognition of the certificates of studies is made by the  National Center for Recognition and Equivalence of Diplomas ( Centrul National pentru Recunoasterea si Echivalarea Diplomelor ) from MECTS (Romanian Ministry of Education, Research, Youth and Sport). The documents shall be sent directly to the university, for an agreement of principle. The University sends the papers to the MECTS registry.

         Admission to studies is granted without an admission examination on the basis of a dossier, containing the documents mentioned at point 1, exception, letter j. Instead, your file will have to contain an Application for the Issuance of the Letter of Acceptance to Studies, filled in and signed – 2 copies.

        These documents must be authenticated by the Romanian Embassy in the issuing country or by the Apostille of Hague (depending on the case).

- Period of application: 15th of February – 31st of July 2011

Applications will NOT be processed after this date.

The equivalence of diplomas will be performed by the National Center for Recognition and Equivalence of Diplomas (C.N.R.E.D.), a specialized department at the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sport.

All the citizens of EU Member States, Member of the European Economic Area and Swiss Confederation, are allowed to apply for the university courses, under the same conditions provided by law for Romanian citizens, including the school fees.

Applicants from countries listed in the Order of the Ministry of Education, Research, Youth and Sport will attend the exam of admission in Romanian or Hungarian, following the same rules that are available for the admission of Romanian citizens.
